	Task 1
	LLC Activity: Seed Journey Storytelling
We have just read the story The Tiny Seed by Eric Carle. You can watch the story on YouTube by following this link:
The Tiny Seed – 🌻 A read aloud of Eric Carle's classic book!

We wonder if you can retell the journey of the tiny seed using objects, pictures or writing. Here are some ideas for ways to help you to complete this activity: 
· Use story stones (pebble + marker) or printed/drawn pictures like sun, wind, bird, soil, flower. Place the stones in order and explain what is happening at each stage. Your grown up can help you to write the story or they can scribe it for you. 

You can practice your CVC words linked to this theme too like sun, red, hot. What else can you think of?

Or if you want to challenge yourself why not try:
· Think about the journey of the tiny seed and write a 5‑sentence story from the seed’s point of view. Include time connectives (first, next, suddenly, finally).

Challenge: add one sentence showing interdependence (“I needed the bee to help me grow more seeds”)

	Task 2
	Maths Activity: Seed Counting & Measuring
Use dried seeds (lentils, sunflower seeds) for counting and measuring. If you haven’t got seeds, don’t worry, you can use pasta shapes or other things from around your home. 

Can you try some of the following activities:
· Count seeds into bowls (Groups of 5s, 10 etc).
· Sort by size or colour.
· Compare groups: “Which has more? Which has fewer?”

Or if you want to challenge yourself why not try:
· Measure the length of different seeds using a ruler (mm/cm).
· Create a simple bar chart of seed lengths or quantities.
· Calculate the difference between the longest and shortest seed.

	Task 3
	Expressive Arts Activity: The Tiny Seed Art
Can you make a textured artwork showing the seed’s journey. Here are some ideas for you to consider:
· Use materials: sand (soil), cotton wool (clouds), foil (sun), tissue paper (flower) and either stick them onto an outline drawn by your grown up or be creative with your own picture. 
· Create a mixed‑media collage showing the seed at 3 stages.
· Add labels or captions.

Challenge: include a symbol showing interdependence (bee, sun, rain).
Be as creative as you like!

	Task 4
	LLC Activity: Seed Vocabulary Hunt
Can you find and label items at home or outside that connect to what our seed needs.
· Get your grown up to hide picture cards around the room: sun, water, soil, flower. Can you find them and match them to labels? Remember to use the first letter to help you as a starting point. 

Or if you want to challenge yourself why not try:
· Create a mini glossary of 6–8 words: germinate, disperse, sprout, pollinate, survive, nutrients.
· Write a definition in their own words.

Challenge: use each word in a sentence.

	Task 5
	Maths Activity: Seed Patterns
Can you try and create repeating patterns using seeds, buttons, or natural objects.
You can try some of the following to get you started:
· AB patterns (big/small, red/yellow)
· Challenge your grown up to make a pattern and see if you can copy it, then see if they can copy you! 

Or if you want to challenge yourself why not try:

· Create ABC or AAB patterns.
· Predict the next 3 items in the pattern.

Challenge: Can you explain the rule in writing.

	Task 6
	Science and Technology/Health and Wellbeing 
Can you try planting a seed and investigating the conditions that you need to help it grow? Maybe you could take photos of the process and put them into order using some time connectives (first, next, then) or you could draw some pictures to show us what you did. 
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
